12 gypreme Court of India recently observed that no compensation can be adequate nor can it be of any respite for the victim but as the State has
failed in protecting such serious violation of a victim’s fundamental right, the State is duty boundto provide compensation, which may help in the
victim’s rehabilitation. The humiliation or the reputation that is snuffed out cannot be recompensed but then monetary compensation will at least

rovide some solace.

® In several cases thereafter, the apex court has repeated its order, making compensation an integral aspect of right to life.” In this backgrownd, the
court heldthat it is necessary, having regardtothe Directive Principles contained under Article 38(1) of the Constitution of Indiato set up Criminal
Injuries Compensation Board. Compensation for victims should be awarded by the court on conviction ofthe offender and by the Criminal Injuries
Compensation Board whether or not a conviction hastaken place. The Board should take into account pain, suffering and shock as well as loss of
earnings due to pregnancy and the expenses of child birth if this occurred as a result of the rape.

1 In Chaiman Railway Board v. Chandrima Das (2000), a Bangladeshi woman was raped by some railway officials in the railway yatri niwas.
The apex court askedthe railwaysto pay Rs. 1000000 as compensation for the infringement of her right to life under Art. 21 of the Congtitution.
Another path breaking judgment by the Rajashan High Court deserves specific mention. It was a case of rape of a German Lady Tourigt in the city
of Jodhpur by two auwtorickshaw drivers. The accused were convicted and sentenced to imprisonment for life. From the victim’s perspective what
was remarkable was that she was provided boardingand lodging by the State Government and all expenses during the days oftrial was bome by the
State. Additionally, an amount of Rs. 3 lacs was awarded as compensation by the High Court of Rajasthan. In a Gauhati case (Ganesh Karmakar v.
State of Assam 2012), where a fine of Rs. 1000 was imposed on the accused, a poor labourer, for the murder of a fellow men, the High Court called

28 |n moral and political philosophy, the social contract or political contract is a theory or model, originating duringthe Age of Enlightenment, that
typically addresses the questions of the origin of society and the legitimacy of the authority of the state over the individual. Social contract
arguments typically posit that individuals have consented, either explicitly or tacitly, to surrender some of their freedoms and submit to the
authority of the ruler or magisrate (or to the decision of a majority), in exchange for protection of their remaining rights. The question of the
relation between natural and legal rights, therefore, is often an aspect of social contract theory.
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
